Artwork Pick-up, End of Exhibit:  Tuesday, May 1, 12-5pm and 7-8pm
Criteria:  All mediums are accepted.  All submitted works must be original, available for sale, and not previously exhibited in an MAA show.   All work must be properly framed or gallery wrapped (no clip-on frames or saw tooth hooks) and ready for hanging with a wire.   A limited number of pedestals are available for sculptures.
Awards:   $500 in cash awards
Insurance Coverage: Insurance coverage on the artwork is carried by the MAA for loss and damage only in the amount entered on the signed exhibit list. If exhibited work is not for sale, insurance valuation should be quoted for coverage.  A complete list of coverage is available from the MAA office.
